The Undera Community Plan was originally developed through funding from the Department of Planning and Community Development and the Greater
Shepparton City Council in 2002, This process was initiated by the Undera Community Development Group Inc. Many of the priority projects have been
successfully completed.

A full review of the Undera Community Plan has been conducted in 2014,

This document outlines the updated data on Undera and District and outlines the various consultation methods and responses received during the review.

Updated Demographics
