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OPTION 1

Students visit our local landfill to see where the rubbish 
from the red lid bin is disposed and how Council 
collects gases from the landfill to create renewable 
energy. Next stop is Western Composting to see 
how the food and garden waste from your green lid bin 
is turned into compost. The last stop is the SRRC, this is a 
facility open to the community to assist with the disposal 
of households items such as fridges, paint, batteries, 
polystyrene and e-waste. 

Timing: 2 hours and 30 minutes (including travel time)
